	I will look for initial misconceptions to clarify during the teaching of the lesson.
I will assess understanding as we go along and have several pauses for questions and clarification. 

	Anticipatory Set:  

Students will answer a series of fill in the blank questions that I put on the overhead. All of the questions answers are in the present, imperfect past or preterit past verb forms.
Teaching :

Today we are going to review how to form the regular and some irregular preterit, imperfect and present tenses of verbs in Spanish. Students will take lots of notes and create a Venn diagram to help them differentiate between the tenses.

Discussion and Note Taking Order:

1. I will explain that some of the learning that we are going to do is similar to the English language and some of it is different and not found in the English language at all. This is top pre-empt and questions about the imperfect past tense which does not exist in English. 

2. We will identify the endings for present tense, preterit past and imperfect past tense verbs for-ar and –er/-ir verbs. I will ask students to come up to the board to put up answers.
3. We will indentify the uses of each the preterit, imperfect and present tenses. Preterit- used for completed action, interruption and reactions in the past. Present- used for everything happening now or in the near future especially commands which cannot be in the preterit or imperfect. Imperfect- used for descriptions, habitual actions, telling time, weather, names, age, feelings/emotions, and background action in the past. I will ask students to volunteer information throughout.

4. We will identify the irregulars in each of the tenses: present, preterit and imperfect. I will ask students for answers throughout.

5. Now with all the information on the board we will create a three-way Venn Diagram to organize the information and indentify the similarities and differences between them.
Modeling

I will do several examples of practice sentences using each verb form for the second part of the lesson and I will make a large Venn diagram for the students to copy from in the first part of the lesson.
Guided Practice:

Students will take notes from my explanations on the board. Then they will complete a guided practice worksheets which help them make sure they are making the formation correctly. I will do some examples before they work on the guided practice worksheets. Then we will for over the answers to check for understanding. 

Independent Practice :

Students will do a workbook homework assignment using all of the different verb forms that were presented in class today.
Conclusion: 

We will review the objectives and what they rest of the week’s learning will look like. I will do a heads down thumb check to see how the students feel about the learning for the day and review of the materials. I will also give the students and exit slip where they have to answer a few questions which were very similar to their anticipatory set. 
	I will reinforce our established basic ground rules for class time. 

Use anticipatory set for silence and focus on current subject.

Remind students of ground rules for individual work on worksheets and handouts. 

· Talking is kept to a minimum

· No ipods

· Ask before you use a computer

Only answer students with quiet hands

Students will be dismissed after reviewing this material and only when everyone is seated and quiet.
