	· I will assess that the students have understood the irregularity of their verb as they create their non-linguistic presentation so that they don’t misinform their classmates.
· Students will complete a quiz on the preterit tense in a few days.
	Anticipatory Set:  

Students will answer a series of fill in the blank questions that I put on the overhead. All of the questions answers are preterit verb forms.
Teaching :

Today we are going to review how to form the regular and irregular preterit tenses of verbs in Spanish. Rather than have a teacher centered lesson where I explain all the information to the students, I will have the students work in cooperative groups or pairs to create a non- linguistic representation of the verb they are given. Students will prepare posters that have a funny comic or pictoral representation using as few words as possible. Then they will teach explain it to the class.
I will advise students that they can find the verb charts in the back of their books from page A1-5. They can refer to those pages for assistance while I am helping other students.

Modeling

I will do an example poster for the students. See poster for verb vivir.
Guided Practice:

Students will make their nonlinguistic representations. Then they will take notes of each others’ presentations and I will put in some minor corrections or additions when necessary. Then they will complete a guided practice worksheets which help them make sure they are making the formation correctly. Then we will for over the answers to check for understanding. 

Independent Practice :

Students will do a workbook homework assignment using all of the different verbs that were presented in class today.
Conclusion: 

We will review the objectives and what they rest of the week’s learning will look like. I will do a heads down thumb check to see how the students feel about the learning for the day and review of the materials.
	I will reinforce our established basic ground rules for free class work time. 
Use anticipatory set for silence and focus on current subject.

Remind students of ground rules for individual work on projects. 

· Talking is kept to a minimum

· No ipods
